The first time you do this, there's a bit of a learning curve but after it is set-up it's a breeze and there are many other sites/places where you can connect to upload and download.

When you pull up WS_FTP for the first time you will need to create a new “profile” for the Tombstone FTP site. You will be at the first screen, which is the Session Screen, click on New (on right hand side). You will be asked to fill in some ‘blanks’. 

Profile Name: TombstoneFTP (or whatever suits you, this is for your use)

Host Name/Address: www.ftpus.com

Host Type: Automatic Detect

User ID: tombstone (case sensitive)

Password: p25y38 (click on Save Password; also case sensitive)

Account: leave blank

Comment: either leave blank or put something like grave photos

Click on Options (bottom of screen), then click on Sessions and make sure that “Use Passive Mode” is NOT checked. Then go to Sessions Cont’d and make sure “Startup Transfer Mode” is set to Auto Detect. 

Then click on Connect. You will be taken into the Tombstone Directory, click on it and you will see a list of Counties. Click on the County for the cemetery you are submitting. Then you can make a directory for uploading your files (if I have not already done that for you) – click on “MkDir”, name it the name of the cemetery or your name. This is important because I will need to know which cemetery you’ve sent.

Now the uploading begins, on the left hand pane of the WS_FTP window you will see a list of files – these are the WS_FTP files that are now on your computer – this is the “Local System”, i.e., your computer. Click (or double click) on the little green up-arrow to go to the directory where you keep your tombstone photos. Once in the right directory on your computer, you can select multiple files just like in any other Windows program, hold down the shift key to select more than one if they are all in a row; hold the Control key down to select files that are not right next to each other (like if you want to skip a couple). 

In the middle of the screen, in between “Local System” and “Remote Site” are two arrows, one pointing to the Remote Site and one pointing to the Local System. Press the arrow pointing to the Remote Site, i.e., the FTP storage site. Your files will magically go from your computer to the FTP site – pretty quickly too! You can do just about everything except delete files – I restricted that to myself only for ‘safety’s sake’.
